They now have applications for over 300,000 acres for alternative energy sites desert wide.  Many of these are in OHV areas.  Plans for the visitor center are moving forward as is the water well.

Nathan continues to do the visitor count.  This can be used for coming up with some idea of what our revenue could be when we start charging. Then we can set up a projected budget.
Rose talked about the volunteer cleanup at Calico and what they accomplished.

Events Permit. Sheri Davis passed out hand outs showing the importance that filming has to the economy of the El Mirage community.  The chart shows $3,826,000.00 dollars.  She is waiting for us to let her know what we would like to have in the visitor center regarding filming.  

S.B. County. Tom passed out the monthly report. They closed one escrow and are focusing on the lake bed. 

Los Angeles County:  Robert reported on meeting with Forest Service.  He met a lot of folks and made good contacts. EDAW is a company they hired to look for sites in LA County. They talked about the ethnic change of visitors to the Forest and non motorized trails.   He is hoping to help El Mirage VC possibly with furniture when the time comes. 

Treasurer:  Paul reported that we have $9,365.70 in our account. Ed still has to finalize the RTP equipment grant.
Old Business:  A considerable amount of time was spent on discussing fees.  We decided on one main pass at $15 per day, a 7 day consecutive pass at $30 and an annual pass at $90. Now Lynnette will take visitor numbers and see what that translates to dollars and what work can be done with that money. This is to be continued. 

New Business: Ed Waldheim will not be at the 4/11 meeting so Chuck will spend time on the Action log and assignments for the 8th Annual El Mirage Days.  Rose said that all money for El Mirage Days t-shirt logos will be due then.
